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CHAPTER-VII:  STATUS OF SCHOOL  

7.1 SCHOOL FACILITIES  

During the study, altogether 96 schools were observed in the sample area. It was found that 
only 25 schools have library, 7 schools have laboratory, 7 schools have computer facility and 
8 schools have first aid facility within school compound. Most of the schools (72) provide 
sports material facility and twenty-eight schools lack very essential sports material.

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7.2 TEACHING RESOURCES 

Effectiveness of teaching depends on how much teacher is prepared for teaching. For 
teaching preparation, a teacher needs at least textbook and some other reading material so 
that he/she can update himself/herself with recent information or at least gain new 
knowledge. A teaching manual can help teacher to deliver effective teaching.  
 

During the study, it was found that2 schools do not have textbook facility for the teacher. 
Only 73 schools provide reading material for teachers and 60 school teachers have the 
facility of teaching manual. Figure 7.2 illustrate that many teachers do not get minimum 
facilities for teaching.

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7.3 DRINKING WATER  

Figure 7.3 below show that only 73 schools have drinking water facilities from all type of 
resources. About 55 schools have piped water facility, 11 schools have access to tube well 
water.  It is a pity that 23 schools still do not have any source of drinking water.

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7.4 TOILET FACILITIES 

Toilet is a very essential facility for any school. It is observed that children especially girls 
have left the school because of lack of toilet. There are still 24 schools without toilet facility. 
Only 47 schools have the separate toilet for teachers and students. Forty schools have 
separate boys’ and girls’ toilet and 40 schools have common toilet for boys and girls and 43 
schools have toilet without water. During observation, it was found that many schools are 
without toilets and those having toilets are not in good condition.

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7.5 LAND OWNERSHIP 

The graph below shows that 90 schools have their own land. Among them, 80 schools are 
with sports compound. Similarly, there are 32 schools with compound wall for the safety of 
children.

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7.6 ATTENDANCE OF STUDENT IN ECD TO GRADE FIVE 

Regarding the average attendance rate of student in class ECD to Grade 5, the attendance 
rate seems similar at the mountain and in Kathmandu valley. Overall about 15 percent 
seems to be absent in the classroom. In Terai, 66 percent attendance has been noticed. The 
reason for higher rate of absentees can be poverty, long distance and uneasy access, lack 
of transportation facilities, unawareness of parents etc.

7.7.1 Teacher Training 
Teacher training has become compulsory for every teacher in Nepal. This study has found 
that 95.1 percent permanent teachers are trained.  But, there are still many teachers who are 
teaching without training. Almost 50 percent of the temporary and contract teachers are 
found to be untrained. In this case, it is difficult to provide quality teaching by all the teachers 
in the sample area.

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7.7.2 Language Used For Teaching 
Among 562 teachers, 460 teachers use Nepali language in the classroom. Only few 
teachers (about 55) speak English and few speak both English and Nepali. Unfortunately, 
this study could not observe other mother languages in school though mother tong is 
encouraged in ECD/PPC and primary level.

7.8 SUMMARY OF SCHOOL OBSERVATION 

1. In two schools, teachers do not have textbook facility for teaching. In 23 schools, 
teachers do not have supporting reading material and in 34 schools, teachers do not 
have teaching manual. This shows that many teachers teach without minimum 
supporting facilities. 

2. 22 schools still do not have drinking water facility.   
3. 24 schools are without toilets and 53 schools have toilets but these are not in a good 

condition.  
4. Most of the schools have their own property but these are not maintained properly. 
5. Only 73 percent of enrolled children attend classes regularly. 
6. A gender balance is seen in school teachers.  
7. Most of the teachers use Nepali language in class. Only few teachers speak English 

and few speak both.  
8. 68.5 percent of teachers have more than 5 years experience in teaching. 
9. 95.1 percent of permanent teachers are trained. 
10. 96 percent of teachers have passed class 11.  
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CHAPTER-VIII: STAKEHOLDERS' DISCUSSION 
 

Focus group discussions and interviews with education stakeholders gave the impression 
that many schooling support activities are taking place. The stakeholders are contributing 
from their position and their support is helping to bring children in school. Because of their 
effort, enrolment rate in primary school has increased. The flash report 08-09 also proves 
this.  
 
Reason for out of school children is different for all children. Therefore, schooling support 
program cannot address all the children. NGOs that are working in specific area are more 
successful than government program because their program is more need based and focus 
on specific area only. But the government program is more general and applied in a blanket 
approach.  
 
DEO, VDC, DDC and NGOs are working for schooling programs. They had conducted many 
types of programs targeting out of school children. Expectation of out of school children 
parents and schooling programs are matched together. They have achieved the success in 
their program too. However, it seems those stakeholders do not have good networking, 
cooperation and collaboration. They are working in piece meal approach. If they could go 
collaborating with each other they can get more out put from their investment and effort.  
 
The out of school children’s family are under poverty line, the job creation for their parents is 
also essential. Providing opportunities for children and parents has helped to enrol children 
in school. The government has to work intensively in this aspect to bring out of school 
children to school.  
 

The outcome from different discussion, personal interview, observation have been presented 
below: 

8.1 REASONS OF OUT SCHOOL CHILDREN 
 

The reasons of out of school children are: 
1. Poor family 
2. Illiterate parents  
3. Use of children in household chores and taking care of younger 
4. Discriminating culture 
5. Children are used in income generating activities 
6. Parents less take care of their children  
7. Lack of job opportunities for parents  
8. Unfriendly situation in school   
9. Unaware about the importance of education 
10. Weather and climate (in high altitude mountain belt) 
11. Family dispute 
12. Orphan, Disabilities  
13. Punishment system in the school 

8.2 VARIOUS ACTIVITIES CONDUCTED  

Activities conducted by school to motivate children and parents to enrol in school are: 
1. Door to door programs 
2. Interaction with guardians about importance of education

11. Provision of girls toilet facility 
12. Income generating activities for parents 
13. Omit punishment system and create friendly environment at school  
14. Provision of school at the nearest distance (in mountain belt) 
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8.4 HARD CORE GROUP 

Hard core group are the children who do not go to school even after getting support from 
different organization. Dalit, Janajaties and Marginalised group fall under hard core group in 
sample population.

8.5 VOICE OF OUT OF SCHOOL, DROPPED OUT CHILDREN AND PARENTS  

The study team has tried to find out the possible causes for not going school and the causes 
for drop out among 3-9 years children during the case study. The different voices from the 
school children and their parents are presented below.  
  
“My name is Mano Malik from Bara. I am 8 year old and from dalit caste. I work in my own 
house. The other boys and girls called me “Dom” because I am from untouchable caste. 
They go away from me and avoid me. They do not even sit with me. So I do not like to go to 
school. I do not know about my future.” (Out of School Children) 
 
“I am Ram Bahadur Giri from Kalikot. I am 9 year old and I am working as a servant in my 
uncle’s house. I take my uncle’s cow, buffalo and ox to the jungle. While working, I always 
think of carrying bags on my shoulders and wish to be in school uniforms with tie on my 
neck. I also used to imagine of playing at school’s playground. I want to go to school and be 
a teacher in the future. I am poor and orphan. Ifgiven support, I will go to school.” (Out of 
School Children) 
   

“I am Rojina B.K from Dhankuta. I am 9 year old.  I use to spend lot of time taking care of my 
juniors (brother, sisters) and cooking.  Both my parents are farmers. They spend most of the 
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time in doing agriculture activities. I want to go to school and become a doctor in the future. I 
want school uniform, textbooks, note books, fee etc.”  (Out of School Children)  
 

“I am Nima Kumal from Dang. I am 9 year old girl. I am from a poor family. My father is a 
porter and my mother is a housewife.  We have a very big family. My father drinks alcohol 
after coming back from work. When he drinks, he loses his temper and there is a situation of 
fight. They do not think that we should go to school. I also do not want to go to school. I do 
not know about my future.”  (Out of School Children) 
 
“Our teachers always used to scold us, if we did mistake while doing homework. They used 
to beat us pulling our hair and twisting our both ears. So I dropped out from school. Now I 
am working. I do not know about my future.”   (Dropped out Children) 
 
“We will send our children to school until they complete their education and be an 
honourable person of the society. We will do extra work for educating them to fulfill their 
dreams.”  (Kamaiya Parent)

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CHAPTER- IX: CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
This study has found that 8.15 percent children, aged between 3 to 9 years in the sample 
size, are out of school. The percentage of out of school boys and their drop out rates is 
higher than girls’. Among out of school children, 10.5 percent are disabled. These out of 
school children and their families were found to be deprived socially, geographically and 
economically. Majority of out of school children fall below poverty line. 
 
The reasons behind out of school children are poor economic condition of the family, 
unsuitable school environment and socio-cultural beliefs and rituals. Similarly, ECD/PPC is 
not in easy access for out of school children. 
 
Government’s school support program has also helped in increasing school enrolment rate. 
Free education at primary level is an example. Similarly, 21 districts have additional support 
program (tiffin, dress, text book, oil and stationary) to encourage children to go to school. 
Obviously, such programs have helped in increasing children enrolment in school. However, 
most of the parents of out of school children still deny that they have received such facilities 
yet. 
 
The school support programs conducted by NGOs have shown positive results in the 
communities. Special need and area based programmes are some characteristics of an 
NGO. This strategy could be a lesson for the government for future plan of action. 
 
In high altitude mountainous regions, people have to shift their home according to weather. 
In this context, government’s support (scholarship, free textbook, in some area tiffin and 
kerosene distribution) in schooling should be reviewed and revised according to the need of 
local people. Area based need assessment of out of school children should be carried out.  
Such need based schooling support program will be more effective because of the country’s 
geographical, social and economical diversification.  
 
Further, ECD programmes are conducted in child friendly environment. Here, the teachers 
are trained and are seen to be applying the principle of child focused teaching processes. 
This has encouraged children to go to school. 

9.1 MAJOR PROBLEMS BEHIND OUT OF SCHOOL CHILDREN 

 Major problems of out of school children are categorized as follows: 

9.1.1 Education level of parents  
Parents’ ignorance to importance of education is found significant in case of out of school 
children. Only 21 percent parents of the sample population are educated upto SLC or more. 
Different District Education Officers have expressed that encouraging parents of out of 
school children is a very difficult task. Most parents of out of school children think that their 
children are still young to go to school. Similarly, disabilities, parents’ unwillingness, involving 
children in household chores are other reasons of children not going to school. Beside this, 
majority of the parents are unaware of ECD program.  
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Parents’ main motivation toward sending their children to school is their realization on the 
value of education. It is shocking that 21 percent parents do not have any dreams for their 
children. Also, it was found that girl children show more interest in going to school than boys 
among out of school children.  

9.1.2 Home environment  
School going children get family support at home for study. Most of them are encouraged by 
their parents to study.  
 
Comparing physical facilities between school going children and out of school children, 
school-going children have better condition than out of school children. Out of school 
children have to give comparatively more time in household activities. Lesser number of out 
of school children have communication facilities compared to school going children.  
 
In most cases, the reason stated by children behind dropping school is lack of child friendly 
environment at home. On one hand, their fathers do not handle them nicely and on the 
other, they have to help their mothers in the household cores. This shows that the study 
environment of out of school children at home is worse than school going children. 

9.1.3 Socio economic factors 
Most of the out of school children fall below poverty line. They are deprived of education 
because of geographical, social and economical reasons. Therefore, free education alone 
cannot help these children.  
 
Agriculture is the main occupation in rural areas. But, every family practices more than one 
occupation. In urban area, people take trading and service as main occupation. Many 
depend on foreign employment in rural as well as urban areas of Nepal. People suffer 
various hardships in life. They have to spend plenty of time in household chores and income 
generation.   
 
Socio-cultural beliefs and rituals have increased the number of out of school children. 
Specially, caste system has deprived lower caste children from education. Further, weather 
and climate is also a hindering factor for out of school children. 
 
Out of school children are found to be ambitious. If given an opportunity to study, they want 
to be doctors, businessmen, pilots, teachers and politicians. The ambition of the out of 
school children needs to be addressed. They need support to go to school.  

9.1.4 Access  
Most of the out of school children’s family falls under low socio economic status group. It 
indicates that they are deprived socio economically. Many people in mountains have to 
spend remarkable amount of time in water fetching, fodder/forage collection, pasture area 
and fire wood collection. People have lack of easy access to public services in rural areas. 
Average time to reach a primary school is around 30 minutes in most of the sample 
communities. Primary schools are still beyond an hour’s walking distance in some 
communities. The Department of education has prescribed that a school should be within 
half an hour’s walking distance.  
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Among out of school children, about 10.5 percent of them are disabled. The main problem of 
the disabled children is lack of access to school. Unfortunately, the schools are not disable 
friendly.  
 
In Mountains, access to public services and school is not easy. Many children have to walk 
more than an hour to reach school. This situation has hampered small children to go to 
school. Moreover, Parents think that their children (3 to 5 years age group) are too small to 
go to school. ECD/PPC are not easily accessible to many out of school children.  
 
From the responses of different stakeholders of education, main reasons of out of school 
children are poor family conditions, unfavourable access to school, unfriendly school 
environment and socio-cultural beliefs and rituals. Weather and climate were also seen to be 
a hindering factor for out of school children in high altitude mountain. 

9.1.5 School’s physical learning environment 
School environment for teaching and learning processes is not conducive in many schools. 
Some of them are lacking basic facilities like toilet, clean drinking water, play ground, sports 
material and have congested classrooms and less number of benches. Schools are not 
disabled friendly. Further, a teacher cannot teach without good school environment and 
support materials. If there is a lack of supporting environment and resources for teacher, 
they will not be able to teach better in the classroom.  

9.1.6 Teaching learning methodology used in class  
Some dropped out children do not have good environment in school and their teacher beat 
them if they do not study properly. Teacher’s punishment also discourages children from 
going to school. Because of such behaviour some children have left the school.  Therefore, 
the Reasons behind this problem can be summed up as lack of child friendly environment in 
school; physical punishment and mental torture to children and lack of initiation from parents’ 
side to send their children to school.  
 
Government has made teacher training compulsory to every teacher. Almost all (95.1 
percent) of the permanent teachers have received teachers training. 50 percent temporary 
and contract teachers are also trained.  

9.2 RECOMMENDATIONS  

Until and unless parents learn the value of education, it is difficult to motivate them towards 
their child’s education. Without parents’ initiation, schooling of children cannot be successful. 
Therefore, parents’ education is important to promote children schooling and education. The 
followings are some recommendations made based on the above findings:  

9.2.1 Parent education 
To bring out of school children to school, it is important to educate parents on value of 
education to their children. The following strategies can provide substantial support to the 
parent on value of education.   
 

Collaboration with local NGOs 

Local NGOs, working with different user groups and committees, conduct different 
awareness programmes and income generation programmes. Thus, government needs 
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to collaborate with NGOs to collect accurate data of out of school children, to know their 
status and to conduct counselling program to the parents integrating with their 
development programs. Non formal education for both adult and children will be better to 
conduct through NGO.  
 
Mobilization of local leader (Aguwa) 

Mobilization of Aguwa or a person recognized by community to visit out of school 
children’s home for counselling of parents, especially mother, will be effective.   
 
Collaboration with local bodies and service centres 

Local body and service centres (health post, agriculture and livestock service centre and 
VDC) can be used for educating parents. Health worker, JTA, VDC member can be 
effective advocator for children schooling. If they advocate for children schooling while 
delivering their service, the message can be spread more effectively.  
 
Besides these, the promotion of adult literacy program in every community must go side 
by side. It is very essential to encourage adult, especially mothers to join in adult literacy 
program.  
 
ECD program is helpful for children as well as mother. It is known that 3 to 5 year old 
children are not supportive in household chores and if a mother sends her children to 
ECD, it becomes easy for her to do the housework. Therefore, an ECD program in 
nearby community is essential. It will be easy to motivate mothers to send their children 
to nearby ECD class. 

9.2.2 School environment 
One of the reasons of drop out school children is the learning environment of school. This 
study has found that 95 percent of permanent teachers and 50 percent other teachers are 
trained. But, it is questionable if these trained teachers are using all the skills and knowledge 
they have gained during training. The study “Effectiveness of Primary Teachers Training, 
2006” found that transfer of training knowledge is only 50 percent. So, it can be said that 
teaching performance of a teacher needs to be improved. Generally teachers teach how 
they have learned from their teacher. Most of the teachers do not use child friendly teaching 
methods.  However, lack of teaching material is the problem in using different teaching 
methodology in a school. Big number of students per class is another problem for any 
teacher. Hence, to improve learning environment in school both school facilities and 
teachers’ performance should be improved.  
 
To improve school facilities, the government has to make minimum requirement criteria in 
physical facilities for a school. Only a building, rooms, desks, benches and chalkboards are 
not enough for teaching and learning process. Teaching material, trainings etc are also very 
essential for effective teaching learning process. Most of the schools are lacking these 
facilities. Therefore, it is very necessary to identify teaching material requirements based on 
curriculum and allocate budget for it. Every school must give priority to teaching material and 
force teachers to use them.  

9.2.3 School based teacher training 
The environment of school and training centre is completely different. The training centres 
are full of all kinds of teaching facilities. Teachers learn different teaching technique to teach 
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school children. Because of the school environment, they cannot utilise what they have 
learnt form the training centre. Many teachers even need to handle more than 50 children at 
a time. In this context, one cannot expect lot from a teacher. Therefore, Teacher training 
must be school based. It is necessary to train the teachers how to teach children in existing 
facilities. Teachers training in clinical supervision approach can be the most effective way of 
training teachers. Teachers should be trained in using local resource material. They must be 
trained in handling children according to their psychology.  
 
Teachers are an advocator of education too. Therefore, they must be able to convince 
parents about value of education to their children. For this, a teacher must have counselling 
skill to counsel parents and children as well. Teachers must prohibit giving physical 
punishment to children.  

9.2.4 Pocket based non formal education program 
The study found that, one of the reasons for out of school or drop out of school is distance 
between their home and school. In many places of Nepal, schools are not in easy access to 
people. There are schools beyond one hour of walk. In such a situation, it is difficult for 3 to 9 
years age group children to go to school. Therefore, non-formal education program should 
be organized regularly in such areas until a school is built for them. As primary education 
has become the right to every child and EFA Goal, it is government’s responsibility to build 
at least a primary school in easy access to every child.  
 
Activity based learning methodology should be applied in non-formal education. Objective to 
non-formal education must be able to motivate children toward educational learning. 
Attempts should be made to make education an enjoyable experience rather than a difficult 
one. Children should take learning as fun not as a punishment.  

9.2.5 Educational accessories support 
Nepal government has started providing free primary education from last year. Free 
education in Nepal generally means free tuition and free textbooks only. Parents still have to 
spend on educational accessories; school dress, bag, shoes, Tiffin, stationeries. Some 
public schools charge for an exam fee and extra money for additional facilities. In many 
countries, free education includes all of educational accessories and various supports.  
 
The children who are now out of school mostly fall under hard core group. That is, these 
children do not go to school even after getting school support program. To bring these hard-
core groups, education accessories support is essential together with child friendly 
environment in school. 

9.2.6 Role and Responsibility 
 

Out of school children is a global issue. Therefore, every country sanctions on EFA goal 
2015 and is conducting many supportive programs to increase the enrolment rate in primary 
schools. EFA goal 2015 is to enrol school going age children in primary education. All the 
education stakeholders have their own roles and responsibility in increasing enrolment rate 
of out of school children. The followings are some major roles and responsibilities to be 
implemented by various education stakeholders to bring all the children to school:
